A Guide to Using the Club’s App

The club app is available for iOS and Android. The first time you open the app, you’ll need to enter your
member number and the password you set for the new web-based member portal. If you have yet to log in to
the web-based portal, you'll need to do so before you can use the app. The first time you log in to the app,
you might also need to enter “Glenmore” as the Club ID.

The default home screen has two quick links, “Upcoming Events,” and “Tee Times.” You can edit which
quick links are displayed by clicking the edit icon. Notifications are displayed by clicking on the bellicon.

If you’d like to change the default quick links, you can select up to three quick links to display on your home
screen. The default two can be removed by clicking on the red minus symbols, new ones added with the
green plus symbols.
